OUTSTANDING EFFORTS AT PITTSBURGH INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT BY THE RIAT TEAM

As a result of meetings with the Runway Incursion Action Team (RIAT), the following accomplishments have been met at Pittsburgh International Airport:

· The Capacity Enhancement Task Force (CETF) has been formed and the group meets quarterly.  Representatives from the US Airways Ramp Tower, FAA Air Traffic Control Tower conduct phraseology meetings and familiarization visits to each other's facilities in order to eliminate runway incursions caused by incorrect frequency selections and the local FAA Flight Standards District Office and the US Airways Safety Office also participates.  

· The use of enhanced taxiway markings for hold short lines has been accomplished through Advisory Circular 150/5340-1H.

· Installation of Runway Guard Lights along the runways to enhance the runway environment to eliminate runway incursions has been completed.  These lights are amber colored (wig-wag) lights that flash alternately.

· Enhanced Pavement Marking of glass-beaded paint on all taxiways and runways will be completed by the end of August 2000.

· Problems have been resolved with taxiway "W" and runway 10C approach end and taxiway "E" and Runway 28C approach end.  The current signs have been replaced with signs noting 10C-APCH (Approach) at "W" and 28C-APCH at "E".  Controllers have been trained on this change and the proper phraseology required. 

The Surface Movement Guidance Control Systems (SMGCS) which operates under low visibility conditions of less than 1600 feet is an initiative that is being reviewed.

Several accomplishments require ongoing maintenance for replacement of lights and repairs of runways.
