FAA Breaks Ground for New Air Traffic Control Tower

at Newark International Airport

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) will break ground for a new air traffic control tower at Newark International Airport on Monday, November 15. Joining FAA officials will be U.S. Senator Frank R. Lautenberg (D-New Jersey), U.S. Senator Robert G. Torricelli (D-New Jersey), U.S. Rep. Robert Menendez (D-New Jersey, 13th District) and U.S. Rep. William J. Pascrell, Jr. (D-New Jersey, 8th District) and representatives from the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey. 
The 325 foot high control tower and a one-story, 12,000 square foot base building will be built on a site near the airport’s central terminal area just behind the airport’s Marriott Hotel.  Construction is expected to begin later this month. FAA expects to commission the facility sometime in late 2002.
