New York – U.S. Secretary of Transportation Rodney E. Slater and FAA Administrator Jane Garvey tomorrow will dedicate a new, Y2k compliant air traffic control computer system at the New York Enroute Air Traffic Control Center (New York Center) in Ronkonkoma, New York.

New York Center is the first of the country’s 20 enroute air traffic control centers to use the Host and Oceanic Computer System Replacement (HOCSR) to receive, process, distribute and track information on the more than 2 million annual aircraft movements through its domestic and oceanic airspace. HOCSR, the successor to the FAA’s main computer processor, is the pivotal component of the air traffic control system and reflects the FAA’s continuing effort to modernize and enhance the safety of the National Airspace System.
