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FAA Revokes Air East Operating Certificates

JAMAICA, NY -- The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has revoked the operating certificate of Air East, a Farmingdale, NY-based on-demand charter air carrier operating under Part 135 of the Federal Aviation Regulations (FARs).  The action is effective immediately as an emergency revocation.

The action on March 8 followed an FAA investigation of the company and its maintenance, training and record-keeping.  The FAA alleged that the company failed to document pilot training in order to determine pilot qualifications; to have sufficient and qualified management staff; to perform required maintenance, including complying with an airworthiness directive on one of its aircraft; to document maintenance and for a variety of other reporting and record-keeping violations.

The company may appeal the revocation and the emergency nature of the revocation to the National Transportation Safety Board.  Because an emergency revocation was ordered, the company is required to surrender its operating certificate immediately and to cease operations under Part 135.
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
